Our Mission 

The Animal Shelter serves the community by en-

forcing town codes pertaining to responsible dog 

ownership. We respond to assistance calls from 

residents, reunite lost dogs with their owners, 

and help find new homes for the stray and  

abandoned dogs in our care. The Animal Shelter 

provides an example of humane ethics and com-

passion for our community. 

The Shelter Connection (TSC) is a tax-exempt non-

profit organization working with the Town to facili-

tate the adoption of Shelter dogs, and to provide 

Shelter dogs with obedience and socialization training. 

In its efforts to improve the adoptability of Shelter 

dogs, TSC has improved the quality of the dog food 

served at the Shelter, arranged for the repair and re-

placement of beds in kennels, and developed public 

education about canine care and junior volunteer 

programs. TSC also collects contributions and admin-

isters the Mend-A-Paw Fund, 

which pays for the medical 

and surgical needs of adopta-

ble dogs boarded at the Ani-

mal Shelter.

The Town of North Hempstead requires all 

dogs to be licensed.

Failure to license your dog could result in a 

summons and/or fine. Dog license applications 

are available at the Animal Shelter or at the  

Office of the Town Clerk. You can call 311 to 

request an application.

Feral Cats 

To address the feral cat population, the Town 

has implemented a Trap-Neuter-Return (TNR) 

program. TNR helps the community by stabiliz-

ing and eventually reducing the feral cat popula-

tion, and preventing the potential spread of dis-

ease. 

 

In conjunction with Helping PAW, a not-for-

profit organization, humane traps are provided 

to residents. The cats are spayed or neutered 

and vaccinated at an on-site mobile hospital, and 

returned to their original colony. Currently, 

spay/neuter clinics are scheduled once a month 

and are free to Town residents.

Adoptions 

Anyone may adopt a dog from the Town of North 

Hempstead Animal Shelter. The adoption fee includes 

DA2PPV and rabies vaccinations, spaying or neuter-

ing, deworming, heartworm testing, collar and leash, 

and an informational adoption package.

Rabies Clinics 

It is mandated by law that all dogs be vaccinated 

annually against rabies, a certificate for which is 

required to license your dog.
